The Radio Broadcast News Certificate provides the background and skills needed for an entry-level
position as a reporter, broadcaster and producer in the Radio Broadcast News industry. This certificate
requires the completion of 18 units of which 15 are in required courses. An additional 3 units must be
chosen from restricted electives. A minimum grade of "C" is required in each course taken. Upon
completion of this certificate program a student will be prepared for an entry-level position as a
reporter, broadcaster and producer in the Radio Broadcast News industry. Required Courses: (15 units),
Restricted Electives: (3 units). The Radio Broadcast News A.A. Degree includes courses from the Radio
Broadcast News Certificate plus the General Education requirements and will allow the student to
continue their education in a B.A. program.
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2. Provide a brief rationale for the program.

This action was proposed and supported by the Fullerton College Radio Advisory Committee on
2/27/14. The Fullerton College Radio Advisory Committee approved this new certificate and AA
Degree as important for students entering careers in news/talk radio. This new curriculum option will
increase opportunities for students to attain entry level positions as news announcers, traffic

reporters and news and traffic report producers. According to data from EMSI, Los Angeles and
Orange County SOC stands between 27 and 30.

3. Summarize the Labor Market Information (LMI) and employment outlook (including citation for the source of
the data) for students exiting the program.

Labor Market Data and Employment Outlook for Radio announcers indicate that there is an increase in the
number of positions and wages in the Los Angeles and Orange County combined markets. EMSI shows
growth in the number of positions for Radio/TV announcers from 1,342 in 2012 to 1,450 in 2020, an 8.1%
increase. In Orange County alone, the increase during this same time period is 10.5%.

Hourly wages range from $12.57/hr, $17.69/hr, to $37.61/hr based on the type of position and years of
service.

Data from the FC Office of Institutional research show the following number of students completing the
program - 2010-11; 15, 2011-12; 21, 2012-13; 03, and 2013-14; 33.

These data indicate that there are more than enough positions available in the region and the program will
not saturate the current or estimated number of openings.

The Radio Broadcasting program at Fullerton College supports the operation of our FCC licensed radio station KBPK 90.1 FM providing students with hands-on
opportunities in a compliant radio environment. Student produced remote reports of sports and news events are broadcast online and over the airways.

The college has recently engaged in a significant investment in the modernization of the equipment and software used by students with a Perkins grant at over
105 K in 2014, the program has also expanded video news offerings of Orange Voice News, uploaded on you tube and seen worldwide.
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
