	Provide a brief rationale for the program: The Bureau of Labor Statistics Employment projects strong growth for web developers and related occupations.  There is a need for multimedia developers - Flash Developers, publishers, graphic artists, sound experts, animators, authors/content providers, project managers, and picture researchers. Web Developers need to be able to design, create, and modify websites using the latest technologies and tools. In addition, they analyze user needs to implement website content, graphics, and interactivity, while meeting accessibility guidelines. Graphic, audio, and video components are integrated into websites in compatible web formats by using software designed to facilitate the creation of web and multimedia content.  Gamification, as an outcome of multimedia technology provides the content, structure, and medium for focused social interactions aimed at solving problems. These are some of the needed skills for occupations within design, visual, and media arts occupations.  

The CSIT discipline at Los Angeles Southwest College is launching a digital technologies program to meet the rapidly evolving demands of the media industries.  The new School of Career & Technical Education complex on campus is equipped with the latest Smart technologies, smart boards, hardware and software, audio/video and lab space for the support of new media technologies. Faculty from multiple disciplines and our CSIT, ICT, and Business Administration advisories have provided valuable input for this program and future career preparation. We are developing an ICT Academy with faculty advisor support and the certificate program has been approved by our local curriculum committee.

The Design, Visual, and Media Arts pathway includes the use of visual art, digital media, and Web-based tools and materials as the primary means of communication and expression.  This carer pathway requires the development of knowledge and skills in both visual art concepts, as well as new and emerging digital processes.  

The Media Technology program provides an introduction to the following areas: Web Design, Multimedia, and Gaming. The program uses industry recognized software and cutting edge digital tools and visual communication resources to promote best practices in the innovative design of digital media across a variety of delivery platforms.  Students will be introduced to the role of a digital media specialist by learning the basics of how to create a Website, produce a training video or designing a computer game.  Students will create interactive computer applications using the elements of text, 2-D and 3-D graphics, animation, sound, video, and digital imaging. 

Students who complete this program will learn basic design and development skills needed for entry level careers as mobile and interactive application developers, web designers, audio and video producers used in a gaming platform.

EMSI projects growth for related occupations through 2020.  The Los Angeles/Long Beach/Anaheim region had 1,870 annual openings in 2014.  There were 1,011 Regional Program Completions for an annual net demand of 859 jobs.  LMI data from May 2016 (Quarter 1) projects that there will be over 13,000 graphic designer jobs in the Los Angeles Region in 2020.  Graphic designers (SOC 27-1024) earn a median wage of $24.55 per hour.   Web Developers (SOC 15-1134) are expected to grow to over 7,000 jobs in 2020 in the Los Angeles region (9% growth from 2014, 590 jobs) and they earn a median wage of $32.25 an hour.  Multimedia Artists and Animators (SOC 27-1024) will also experience a growth rate of 7.4%  (456 jobs)through 2020.  These jobs earn a median wage of $38.47/hour.
